1. Place the stainless ring in between the two belt loops on the back Flo
panel of your life jacket. Pass the rescue belt through the belt loops
and stainless ring. (See Fig. 1)

2. Attach the carabiner to the life jacket's carabiner buckle. In case of
emergency, pull the carabiner up for quick detachment. (See Fig. 2)
